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Objective:

To develop the skills of paying attention to detail, logical thinking and deducing information.
Learning Outcomes:
The activity will help the students develop their ability to:

· Think creatively to meet the needs of a brief

· Analyse information and make deductions

· Organise and record information in a clear and user-friendly way
· Work as part of  a team to make decisions and solve problems

Procedure:

1. Give out the briefing sheet and Teachers Lunch Order Form(s).
2. Explain that the groups have to use the information they have on the Briefing Sheet to complete the teachers lunch order with who ordered what.  Go through any issues that need clarification.  Give the students  a deadline for completing the task (This may be a fixed deadline or you may choose to finish the activity with the first group to present the correct solution).
3. Allow the groups to begin the task.  If appropriate, give time reminders as the deadline approaches.  Stop at the agreed deadline.

4. Take feedback from the groups and go through the solution if appropriate.

5. Debrief the students.

6. Evaluate the activity with the students and others as appropriate.

Discussion Questions:

There are likely to be a number of issues that need to be explored.  These may include;
How did the fast-finishing groups set about working out the answers?

How did you organise yourselves?

How did you sort and interpret the clues?
Were all of the clues helpful?
How well did you communicate within your group?

Did the group listen to everybody’s contribution?

Did you respect each other’s contributions?
